About That Millenial Kingdom . . .

Knowing that one of the most popular doctrines of today is that Jesus soon will return to
set up His Kingdom and reign on earth for 1000 years, we need to examine exactly what the
Bible says about His Kingdom, so that our hope will be centered in the right teaching and

expectation.

According to Acts 2, the Kingdom of Jesus already is on the earth and has been since the
day of Pentecost, when Peter announced that Jesus had been made both Lord and Christ, the
“anointed ruler,” in verse 36. Peter showed that Jesus had fulfilled the prophecy of sitting on
David’s throne (2 Samuel 7) and that when He ascended to Heaven, He was exalted at God’s

right hand and anointed as King. That was about 2000 years ago.

Paul taught the same thing, saying that Jesus was set “above all rule, and authority, and
power, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that
which is to come” (Ephesians 2:20-21). As the anointed ruler (Acts 2), Jesus NOW has ALL
authority, ruling NOW over His Kingdom at the right hand of the Father.

Paul said that the saints in Colossae had been delivered out “of the power of darkness,
and translated into the kingdom” of Jesus (Colossians 1:13). And John said that Jesus “loosed

us from our sins by His blood; and he made us to be a kingdom” (Revelation 1:4-6).

Jesus has been reigning over His Kingdom since His ascension. Those who wait for it in
the future are missing out on the entire reign of Christ, as He now reigns in the hearts of all His
disciples and over all the world’s nations. When He returns, it will not be to set up His

Kingdom, but “to deliver up the kingdom to God” (1 Corinthians 15:23-24).

Have you been immersed into Christ and been added to His Kingdom which already is

here?



Acerca de Ese Reino Milenario . ..

Sabiendo que una de las doctrinas mas populares de hoy es que Jesus pronto regresara
para establecer Su Reino y reinar 1000 afios, necesitamos examinar exactamente lo que dice la
Biblia acerca de Su Reino, para que nuestra esperanza se centre en la ensefianza y

Segun Hechos 2, el Reino de Jesus ya esta en la tierra y lo ha estado desde el dia de
Pentecostés, cuando Pedro anuncid que Jesus habia sido hecho Sefior y Cristo, el “gobernante
ungido”, en el versiculo 36. Pedro mostrd que Jests habia cumplido la profecia de sentarse en el
trono de David (2 Samuel 7) y que cuando ascendio al Cielo, fue exaltado a la diestra de Dios y

ungido como Rey. Eso fue hace unos 2000 afios.

Pablo ensefio lo mismo, mostrando que Jesus fue puesto sobre todo principado y
autoridad y poder y sefiorio, y sobre todo nombre que se nombra, no sélo en este mundo, sino
también en el venidero (Efesios 2: 20-21). Como gobernante ungido (Hechos 2), Jesus AHORA
tiene TODA autoridad, gobernando AHORA sobre Su Reino a la diestra del Padre.

Pablo dijo que los santos en Colosas habian sido librados del poder de las tinieblas, y
trasladados al reino de Jesus (Colosenses 1:13). Y Juan dijo que Jesus nos liberd de nuestros

pecados por Su sangre; e hizo de nosotros un reino (Apocalipsis 1:4-6).

Jesus ha estado reinando sobre Su Reino desde Su ascension. Aquellos que lo esperan en
el futuro se estan perdiendo todo el reino de Cristo, ya que El ahora reina en los corazones de
todos sus discipulos y sobre todas las naciones del mundo. Cuando El regrese, no sera para

establecer Su Reino, sino para entregar el reino a Dios (1 Corintios 15:23-24).
