Jesus Said That There Is Only One Church

Imagine what would come from thirty carpenters working on the same house while using
thirty different blueprints. What a colossal mess it would be! And what would result from 300
religious groups trying to build the Lord’s church while following 300 different blueprints?

Does the religious world ever reflect the unity for which Jesus prayed in John 177

The Bible teaches that Jesus built His church (Matthew 16:18), and that His church also
is called His “body” (Ephesians 1:22-23; Colossians 1:18). It is in this “one body” that all men
are reconciled to God through Jesus (Ephesians 2:16). Ephesians 4:4 tells us that there is only

“one body.” In other words, Jesus built His one church, which is His one body.

Every human religious denomination has a different creed, a different type of worship,
different doctrines, different structures: isn’t that like trying to build a house following a

multitude of different blueprints?

Only by laying aside all human and denominational creeds is it possible to unite on the
Bible alone, as the Lord insists. God is not the author of “join the church of your choice” idea;
He forbids religious division: | appeal to you, brothers, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ,
that all of you agree, and that there be no divisions among you, but that you be united in the

same mind and the same judgment (1 Corinthians 1:10).

The end does not justify the means when the means contradict what God says. The
amount of “good” done does not justify ignoring God’s teaching. Not everyone who says to me,
‘Lord, Lord,” will enter the kingdom of heaven, but the one who does the will of my Father who
Is in heaven. On that day many will say to me, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name,
and cast out demons in your name, and do many mighty works in your name?’ And then will |
declare to them, ‘I never knew you; depart from me, you workers of lawlessness.” (Matthew
7:21-23).

2John 1:9 — He who goes onward and does not abide in the doctrine of Christ has not God; he
who abides in the doctrine of Christ has both the Father and the Son.

1:10).
