My Kingdom Is Not of This World

In the U.S. it started with an explosion. Hal Lindsey’s book The Late Great Planet Earth
captured the imagination and fear of people everywhere. “God is NOT dead!” was the cry.

They said: “God is about to judge the world and Armageddon is just around the corner!”

Since that time the explosion of that idea has mushroomed, and today nearly all
denominations in America believe in and preach that the second coming of Jesus and the
establishment of His earthly kingdom is imminent. People look for the Rapture of the church,
the restoration of Judaism, the coming of the Anti-Christ, and the glorious victory of Christ in
the Battle of Armageddon. As the teaching goes, Christ then will begin to reign over His

earthly kingdom, and the world will be a blissful utopia for 1000 years.

However, Jesus said: “The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand” (Mark
1:15). Did Jesus mean that His kingdom was 2000 years away? Jesus also said: “My kingdom
is not of this world” (John 18:36), and “The kingdom of God comes not with observation:
neither shall they say, lo here! or lo there! For behold the kingdom of God is within you”
(Luke 17:20-21). Did Jesus say that His kingdom would be a physical one on the earth?

It is a mistake to believe in an interpretation that contradicts the words of Jesus. Jesus
rules today over His spiritual kingdom, the church, which is spiritual Israel. “God has
delivered us from the power of darkness, and has translated us into the kingdom of His dear
Son” (Colossians 1:13). Jesus does reign today over His kingdom and is not waiting for an

earthly utopia.

There are many other facets of this doctrine of premillennialism that contradict the Word
of God. We would be glad to study the Bible with you to know what it actually teaches.

Jesus también
dijo: Mi reino no es de este mundo (Juan 18:36), y El reino de Dios no viene con sefiales
visibles, ni diran: «jMirad, aqui esta!» o: «jAlli esta!» Porque he aqui, el reino de Dios
entre vosotros esta (Lucas 17:20-21). ¢Dijo Jesus que Su reino seria un reino fisico sobre la

tierra?

Es un error creer en un sistema de interpretacion que contradice las palabras de Jesus.
JesUs gobierna hoy sobre Su reino espiritual, la iglesia, que es el Israel espiritual. Porque El nos
libré del dominio de las tinieblas y nos trasladé al reino de su Hijo amado, en quien tenemos
redencion: el perdon de los pecados” (Colosenses 1:13). Jesus si reina hoy sobre Su reino y no

espera una utopia terrenal.
