We Are Christians ... Like in the Beginning

We are not Jews. We are not catholics. We are not protestants. We are not a religious
denmination. We are not a strange or secret sect. Neither are we a cult. We simply are
Christians, nothing more. If you ask: “What kind of Christian are you?” The answer is that we
are not a “kind” of Christian. We are, simply, what the Bible calles “Christians.” Acts 11:26 -

...and the disciples were called Christians first in Antioch.

Originally, there was no such thing as “the church of your choice.” Jesus called His followers
from the world and He referred to them as His body, His family, His temple, His church, etc.
There were no Methodist Christians, Baptist Christians, Catholic Christians, etc., nor should
such divisions exist today. All the original Christians believed and practiced the same things; in
fact, they were commanded to do this in 1 Corinthians 1:10 — Now I exhort you, brethren, by the
name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that you all agree and that there be no divisions among you, but

that you be made complete in the same mind and in the same judgment.

The Catholic Church did not exist until some six centuries after the Lord built His church,
beginning in Acts 2. The Protestant Denominations did not exist until the 16" and 17"
centuries, long after Jesus built His church in about the year 33 A.D. The modern sects and
cults are even more removed from the church Jesus built. All these religious organizations

made by men never were a part of original Christianity.

Christians should have no interest in following any church which began centuries after the Lord
gave us His own church. As followers of Jesus, our goal is to follow only the teachings of
Jesus. Like the original Christians, we believe in doing Bible things in Bible ways, as the Bible
teaches us. That is how we can obtain the unity among true followers of the Lord. Any other
option is not what Jesus commanded, and we should avoid all churches and religious groups
that began after built His own church in 33 A.D., as recorded in Acts 2.



Somos “Cristianos” Como En El Principio

No somos judios. No somos catélicos. No somos protestantes. No somos ninguna denominacion
religiosa. No somos una iglesia cristiana. No somos una secta extraia o secreta. Tampoco
somos un culto. Simplemente somos cristianos, nada mas. Si nos preguntan: ;Qué tipo de
cristianos son?, la respuesta es que no Somos un <tipo> de cristianos. Somos, simplemente, lo
que la Biblia llama “CRISTIANOS”. Hechos. 11:26 ...y a los discipulos se les llamo

cristianos por primera vez en Antioquia.

Originalmente, no habia tal cosa como <la iglesia de tu preferencia o cristiana.> Jesus llamo a
sus seguidores del mundo y ellos conformaron Su cuerpo, su familia, su templo, su iglesia, etc.
No existia los cristianos pentecostales, cristianos bautistas, cristianos catdlicos, etc., ni deberia
existir tales divisiones hoy. Todos los cristianos originales creian y practicaban las mismas
cosas; de hecho, se les ordend hacerlo en 1 Corintios 1:10 - Os ruego, hermanos, por el
nombre de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, que todos 0s pongais de acuerdo, y que no haya
divisiones entre vosotros, sino que estéis enteramente unidos en un mismo sentir y en un mismo

parecer.

La Iglesia Catdlica no existio hasta unos seis siglos después de que el Sefior construyo Su
iglesia, comenzando en Hechos 2. Las denominaciones protestantes no existieron hasta los
siglos 16 y 17, después de que Jesus establecié Su iglesia en el afio 33 D.C. Las sectas y
cultos modernos se apartan aun mas de la iglesia que Jesus construy0. Todas estas

organizaciones religiosas hechas por el hombre nunca fueron parte del cristianismo original.

Los cristianos no deberian tener interés en seguir a ninguna iglesia que comenz6 mucho tiempo
después de que el Sefior nos diera su propia iglesia. Como seguidores de JesUs, nuestro objetivo
es sequir solo las ensefianzas de Jesus. Al igual que los cristianos originales, creemos en hacer
cosas biblicas de manera biblica, como la biblia nos instruye. Asi es como se puede realizar la
unidad entre los verdaderos seguidores del Sefior. Cualquier otra opcion existente no es lo que
Jesus ordend, y debemos evitar todas iglesias y grupos religiosos que comenzaron después de
