Have You Thought About This?

Frank decided to attend denomination A because there were many good contacts there,
and it might be good for his business. A couple chose denomination B because their friends
were there. Denomination C, where Jack attends, is having troubles; he seriously is considering
switching to D or E.

Such a “musical chairs” approach often mystifies me. These good people claim to
believe in the Bible but apparently have not seriously considered some passages which are very
clear. For example, in Matthew 16:18 Jesus said: | will build my church. It is significant that
He used the singular expression, church, not churches. That adds up to one.

In Ephesians 1:20-23, Jesus has been made head over all things to the church, which is
his body. In 5:22-27 it says that Jesus is the head, savior, lover, redeemer, sanctifier, cleanser,
and presenter of the church (body). Every time the word church is used in Ephesians, it is
singular.

Ephesians 4:4 is very clear when it says: there is one body. Jesus promised to build His
one church, and one church is all the New Testament teaches.

When people go from denomination to different denomination, | wonder if they pause to
think that Jesus could not possibly have set up hundreds of different, contradictory churches and
then make His plea that we all be one (John 17:16) and forbid religious division (1 Corinthians
1:10, saying: | appeal to you, brothers, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you
agree, and that there be no divisions among you, but that you be united in the same mind and
the same judgment.

Why don’t we see that hundreds of different churches, each doing things that prevent
unity, is exactly the opposite of what Jesus taught? As everyone goes to the church of his
choice, do we stop to think that we should be part only of the one church of Jesus’ choice?

Please, study what Ephesians, Colossians, 1 Corinthians, and other parts of the New
Testament actually teache about the one church Jesus said He would build: it is neither
Catholic, Jewish, nor Protestant...nor any other church invented by mere men.

Matthew 15:13 — Jesus said: Every plant which my heavenly Father has not planted,

shall be rooted up.

Jorge decidio asistir a la denominacién A porque alli habia muchos buenos contactos y
podria ser bueno para su negocio. Una pareja eligié la denominacion B porgque sus amigos
estaban alli. La denominacion C, a la que asiste David, esta teniendo problemas; €l esta
considerando seriamente cambiar a D o E.

Tal enfoque a menudo me desconcierta. Estas buenas personas afirman creer en la Biblia
pero aparentemente no han considerado seriamente algunos pasajes que son muy claros. Por
ejemplo, en Mateo 16:18 Jesus dijo: Edificaré mi iglesia. Es significativo que El uso la
expresion singular, iglesia, no iglesias. Eso es, UNA sola.

En Efesios 1:20-23, Jesus ha sido hecho cabeza sobre todas las cosas de la iglesia, la
cual es su cuerpo. En 5:22-27 dice que Jesus es la cabeza, salvador, amante, redentor,
santificador, purificador y presentador de la iglesia (cuerpo). Cada vez que se usa la palabra
iglesia en Efesios, es singular en numero.

Efesios 4:4 es muy claro cuando dice: hay un solo cuerpo. Jesus prometié edificar Su
unica iglesia, y una sola iglesia es todo lo que ensefia el Nuevo Testamento.

Cuando las personas van de una denominacion a otra, me pregunto si se detiene a pensar
que Jesus no pudo haber establecido miles de iglesias diferentes y que se contradicen entre
ellas mismas, y luego suplicar que todos seamos uno (Juan 17:16) y prohibir la division
religiosa (1 Corintios 1:10, diciendo: Os ruego, hermanos, por el nombre de nuestro Sefior
Jesucristo, que todos os pongais de acuerdo, y que no haya divisiones entre vosotros, sino que
estéis enteramente unidos en un mismo sentir y en un mismo parecer.

¢Qué piensas al ver que cientos de iglesias diferentes, cada una haciendo cosas diferentes
que impiden la unidad, esto es exactamente lo contrario de lo que ensefié Jesus? Como cada
uno va a la iglesia de su preferencia, ¢nos detenemos a pensar que debemos ser parte solo de la
iglesia de la preferencia de Jesus?

Por favor, estudie lo que Efesios, Colosenses, 1 Corintios y otras partes del Nuevo
Testamento realmente ensefian sobre la Unica iglesia que Jesus dijo que edificaria: no es
catdlica, ni judia, ni protestante...ni ninguna otra iglesia inventada por los hombres.
